Authority (ARHA), under contract with the Division of Aging and Adult Services.

To participate in meals, individual must be Alexandria resident and over 60 years of
age. Participants are asked to make a donation to help cover the cost of the meal,
but no one is required to donate.

The Senior Center is located in back of the Nannie J. Lee Recreation Center.
