The online application will pre-screen your eligibility and collect essential
information, but you will still need to call LawLine and speak to an intake paralegal
to confirm your information and complete the application. The Online Application
speeds up the application process by providing a LawLine priority code.

VLAS serves the entire community by providing free information, advice and
representation in such areas as housing, healthcare, economic self-sufficiency,
education, employment, public benefits, disabilities, consumer purchases, and
family relations.
