e Planning, synthesizing and organizing abilities,

e Functional impacts on learning and information recall,

e Academic achievement,

e Impact on the way a person thinks and feels as a result of the way their brain
uses information.

A neuropsychological evaluation will serve to confirm or clarify diagnoses such as
dementing conditions (e.g., Alzheimer’s), developmental learning disabilities,
attention/executive functioning disorders, developmental disabilities, and the effects
of toxic chemicals or chronic substance abuse, to name but a few.
